Overnight 

accommodations are available for an $75 per night (private room). You may feel free to arrive any time after 1:00 pm the 

day before the scheduled Pastor's Sabbath. Bed linens and towels are provided. Please bring your own food for the 

time you will be there (including breakfast and lunch on the day of the Pastor's Sabbath). A coffeemaker is available 

for your use, as well as a full-size refrigerator, stove and microwave. If you are interested in overnight accommodations, 

please indicate that when you register.
